Quick Start for Windows

1. Run the MacroWorks 3 (MW3) installation program from the enclosed disc.
2. Plug in the X-keys and wait for Windows to recognize it.

3. Click on the MW 3 icon in your Windows taskbar and select the device.
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. Press any pedal on the X-keys (or double-click on the pedal image) to begin
recording a macro.

. Type keystrokes or select text, shortcut, or function. Multiple lines of
keystrokes, text, shortcuts, and functions may be entered on a single key.

6. Press the pedal again (or click Save) to complete programming.
7. When finished, close the programming window.
